Hints and Tips J 

Each Joystick Controller translates the,::positiod of the control stick into X-Y coordinates, as follows: 

To illustrate: 

When the control stick is centered and pointing straight up, the Joystick will return an (X, Y) value 
near (31,31). If you move the control stick straight back away from the "fire" button, the Joystick 

will return an (X, Y) value near (32, 63). 

With a little practice, you will be able to position the stick near any point on the grid ... but you 
may not be able to hit the exact point every time. ~ 

The Joystick Controller may not generate:! all the points in the extreme corners of the (X,Y) grid. 
This is normal and should not limit your use of the Joysticks. 

The following dia,gram shows the points which ma,y not be attainable with the Joystick.
